Sunday, January 22nd is the 39th
Anniversary of the U.S. Supreme
Court’s rulings legalizing abortion
during all nine month of pregnancy (Roe
v. Wade and Doe v. Bolton). The U.S.
Bishops have designated January 22nd
as a day of penance for the violations to
the dignity of the human person
committed through acts of abortion and
of prayer for the full restoration of the
legal guarantee of the right to life.
Because the 22nd falls on a Sunday this
year, this day will be observed on
Monday, January 23rd. Please plan to
offer some form of prayer and penance
on this day and attend Mass to pray for
an end to this atrocity.
