Minutes of Meeting, January 19, 2012 

Present:  Fr Frank, Tony Pflug, Pat Parker, Sr Claire McCaslin, Karen McElroy, Shawn Peterson, Chidi

The meeting was devoted to the study and discussion of the Strategic Directions for Parishes in the 
Urban Area of Omaha submitted by the Meitler group as part of the open planning process that is being 
utilized by the Archdiocese of Omaha. 

Noting that the options given were only suggestions based on criteria used in the preparation of national 
plans, and not final recommendations best suited for the Archdiocese of Omaha, a lively discussion of 
other options followed.  Of particular note, was the criteria for vital parishes and schools used by the 
Meitler group in making their suggestions.  According to the criteria listed, Holy Name School falls short 
in ñsustainable revenue to support ministries, programs, facilities, and staffò required of a vital parish.  In 
other areas, Holy Name Parish and School clearly exhibits the necessary strengths needed to meet 
criteria listed for long term viability.   

Faced with the reality of existing financial deficits to meet parish and school needs, other options to 
Option B of the study (ñClose Holy Nameñ) were discussed.  Option A ñMerge with another parish and 
consolidate the ministries and programs to one siteò was further discussed. 

It was decided to encourage parishioners to write Msgr Gilg and member of the Meitler group in support 
of a plan naming Holy Name Parish as the ñbest fitò for the growing north side Hispanic community, 
which is outgrowing St Therese parish.  Fr Frank will meet with parishioners following both Masses to 
answer questions and encourage them to respond to Meitler with suggestions of their own before the 
end of the month. 

The Ethnic Festival that we celebrated a while back becomes and even bigger part of our parish 
dynamic as we look at the possibility of the Hispanic population from St Therese joining us. Fr Frank 
asked members to give serious thought to this celebration and the ways in which it can be even more 
inclusive. 

No committee reports were given.

Response from Holy Name Parish and School, Meitler Study, Omaha 
Response from the Parish Council and Pastor.   
We are all aware of how difficult this task is.  If it had been easy we would have been able to do it in-
house as an Archdiocese.  Having the extra short timeline made it even more difficult.  But we do know 
the importance of the study.  The lack of a strategic plan has cost the Archdiocese millions of dollars 
already.  Without a good plan in place for our future we will add to those millions. 
In reading the Round 3 proposals we were very surprised.  It seemed that it was either done at the last 
minute or it would just have to be considered unprofessional.  Several of the members of our Council 
have worked with this kind of program in church and business arenas before.  We know that wording 
and timing is critical.  Having this document read as it does as we are preparing for Kindergarten Round 
Up, Catholic Schoolôs Week and Annual Appeal has made things very difficult.  
We were very hurt by the fact that cautious wording was used through much of the document, but when 
it came to Holy Name that cautious wording went out the window.  Phrases like merging into, 
collaborating with, joint planning, etc., were turned into ñHoly Name will close. ñ  Printing this in bold

added insult to injury.   
The other point that we were very shocked by was the architectural study.  Having this kind of study 
done makes sense but this one did not compare Holy Name to other surrounding parishes.  It simple 
trashed us.  It set a standard that does not fit for any of the schools in the Archdiocese.  Even without 
this kind of study surrounding parishes were praised in the study for their upkeep work.  The $1.9 million 
worth of improvements that we have done and reported to you was ignored.  Since we are very aware of 
the surrounding parish facilities, we know that they would need just as much work as we do.  This made 
the study look like it was targeting Holy Name because of some unknown agenda. 
So these are the updates on Holy Name Parish and School that we propose. 

1. With or without the school being open the parish needs to continue on.  The surrounding parishes 

are not anywhere near ready to take on the things that would be dumped into their laps if this 

parish closed.  If the school closes the parish would have less of a financial drain and could 

certainly operate as the vital parish it is now well into the future.  If the school remains open it 

would be because outside funding has been arranged to handle the gap we face at this time.  

Early on in the materials we presented to the group we had mentioned that there was an advisory 

board that was looking into solving our school funding problem.  They have done that.  See 

below, point 4 

2. The current work of the parish involves work with the Sudanese population which the study has 

not addressed at all in South or North Omaha.  This parish also runs the Humble Jumble Store 

that provides assistance to the poor in the neighborhood and is more than self-sustaining and is 

not something the surrounding parishes are doing.  Our St. Vincent de Paul covers a very large 

area.  This would be an overwhelming addition to the surrounding parishes.  Unlike what is 

reported in the study we are very multi-cultural as a parish and a school.  We have the greatest 

diversity of any Catholic parish in the area.  This lack of prejudice is not something that happens 

overnight and is not something that other parishes can take on with easily.  We have families 

from fifteen different nationalities and they all feel welcome.   

3. Despite the way the study has portrayed our facility, it has been keeping up with the needs of 

remodeling and updating as well or better than surrounding parishes.  Unless we are held to a 

standard that no other parish must meet we can maintain that work.  An example of that was the 

suggestion that we needed to rewire what we had just rewired two years ago.  Our alumni that 

came from Holy Name High School, which closed twenty years ago, provide us with a financial 

buffer that is the envy of all the surrounding parishes.  During these last 11 years almost $2 

million has gone into repairs and upgrades.  The architectural study would suggest we need five 

times that much soon.  Our development office is also the envy of most of the parishes in the 

Archdiocese.  Our endowment funds are some of the largest of any of the surrounding parish 

except the Cathedral.  If Holy Name closes these assets do not roll over to the surrounding 

parishes.  They are lost and the area that the study identified as having the highest population 

density and the second lowest average income has to be covered by parishes that are barely 

holding on themselves.  Keep the parish open and we can continue the work we have been doing 

for years to come. 

4. The recent news concerning Holy Name School is that there are funders ready, and willing and 

able to start a foundation that would provide for the shortfall that the school realizes and with 

building upgrades.  This takes a tremendous burden off of the parish and actually makes it 

possible for us to do even more of the good work we have been doing for 95 years.  One of the 

critical roles that Holy Name School provides for the area is a school of diversity for North Omaha 
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that has an excellent success rate in taking children from very difficult situations to the point they 

can go to college.  The study suggests that diversity plays an important role in the vitality of the 

institution.  We agree with this and have experienced this in our school for years.  For this reason 

and others Holy Name School has been in a perfect position to collaborate with the University of 

Nebraska in Omaha, Alegent Health, Americore, Teammates, and especially Creighton 

University.  These partnerships are of tremendous value to the students we serve and their 

families.  But it is the diversity and our location in an area of low average income, plus our 

proximity to Creighton that has made this a reality.  If Holy Name closes this might not be 

duplicated.   

5. The study spoke of several parishes in North Omaha that were in merger positions.  Blessed 

Sacramentôs potential merger with St. Philip Neri will put a burden on St. Philip Neri.  Many of the 

people, who do not live in the neighborhood, will discontinue their connection if Blessed 

Sacrament closes.  This weakens their ability to deal with the added burdens they would have to 

try and take on if Holy Name closes.  St. Therese Parish is also mentioned as one that might 

have to merge.  There are only a handful of workable options.  St. Benedicts would seem to be 

too small for the Hispanic community as it will surely grow.  Cathedral would probably have 

problems fitting them into their Mass schedule and even their facility.  Sacred Heart is a possibility 

if they can find the room and a welcome community.  But our guess is that the place that fits this 

need is Holy Name.  We have already proven that we can handle diversity.  We have the ability to 

provide a timely Mass slot, plenty of parking, space for them to use for their many activities, and it 

is all big enough for them to grow.  The other blessing is that the school and the parish would 

provide them with ways that will help them integrate with other groups, which is critical since their 

children will want these things so they can be integrated into all the activities that this country and 

this area have to offer.  Holy Name has already shown them that we are a welcoming 

environment since we have been working with them on a joint Confirmation program. 

6. Another factor that we have mentioned several times is the fact that Fr. Vitalis, pastor of St. 

Benedict and St. Therese, is working to build a community of men  that will work in the inner-city 

areas to help people in need.  This work is geared to the long range goals of integrating diverse 

cultures and eventually bringing them together through evangelization into the Catholic Church.  

Holy Name Parish and School provide a perfect home base for that work.  Even the rectory, that 

the architectural study said need so much work, is actually a perfect asset for this work because 

of fact that it was originally built to house a religious community.   

7. The other factor that seems to have been pushed to the side is that this is an area with a fair 

amount of new development and new people.  It is gradually being rejuvenated.    There seems to 

be a legitimate need for a Catholic parish and private school that is here to work with these 

newcomers.  But this parish seems to fit that need at this time and is built to be ready for any 

growth challenges that come from diversity issues.  

In conclusion we are suggesting that Holy Name Parish and School remain open through the work of 
this study.   We realize that plans like these must be evaluated every few years and adjustments must 
be made on a regular basis, so in the future the realities may look different.  For the purposes of this 
study we see no positive benefit in closing the school or the parish.  If, through the determining factors of 
the plan, it is decided that the school should close, even after the funding has been achieved, we believe 
this would be an even greater reason for Holy Name Parish to continue.  We believe we are in a unique 
position to serve this area of Omaha and that we can also be a blessing to the Catholic and non-Catholic 
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community in our area and beyond.
