 Creighton University hopes to expand its longstanding partnership with Catholic elementary and secondary 
schools to preserve them for generations to come by creating a new center for such work. And the biggest benefi ciary of 
such a center would be Creighton’s largest educational partner, the Archdiocese of Omaha, which runs Nebraska’s fourth-
largest school district, said Timothy Cook, Ph.D., associate professor of education, who spearheads Creighton’s work 
with Catholic schools.
 Initiatives include:
  * The Magis Catholic Teacher Corps, a program that places volunteer teachers in under-resourced  
     Catholic schools. Magis teachers combine teaching with living in community and working on their  
     Creighton master’s degree in education.
  * Half-priced tuition for teachers in Catholic schools taking graduate courses.
  * The Catholic School Leadership (CSL) certifi cate program for principals of Catholic schools  
     nationally.
  * A BA/MA religion education certifi cate program that students can complete in fi ve years.
 However, these efforts would have even more impact if they were consolidated in the proposed Center for 
Catholic School Initiatives (CCSI), an impact that could especially help Catholic schools that are struggling to survive in 
a diffi cult economy, Cook said. The center would not only better focus Creighton’s efforts on behalf of Catholic schools, 
but it would serve as a clearinghouse for valuable research that the schools cannot afford to do themselves. The center 
could also match schools with a wide variety of Creighton experts and volunteers.
 Cook said Creighton and other top Catholic universities believe that their support is required to save the nation’s 
K-12 Catholic school system. A study by the Association of Jesuit Colleges and Universities’ (AJCU) Council on 
Education notes “We are in danger of losing our Catholic schools,” the report says. “The tradition, the legacy, the gift of 
Catholic elementary and secondary education is disappearing ... So how can the tide of Catholic school closings be turned 
around?
Holy Name Grade School -- Creighton West
Omaha’s Holy Name Catholic Elementary School Principal Sofi a Kock said she has begun calling her 140-student inner-
city school “Creighton University West‚“ because of the multitude of ways that it partners with the University. Kock 
listed the following examples of how Creighton aids Holy Name.
  * Holy Name has participated in the Magis program since its beginning, and Kock is on the Magis board.  
     A Magis volunteer teaches 6-8th grade science. 
  * Dental students teach lessons about oral health.
  * Health science students have helped run both health fairs and an early childhood education fair.
  * Nursing students do free health screenings, including body mass index screenings that are important in 
     combating obesity. 
  * Education professors bring fi rst-year students to observe Holy Name to show them what teaching in an  
     inner-city Catholic school is like. 
  * Pharmacy students offer lessons in healthy lifestyles during after-school programs.
  * Holy Name has hosted student teachers and teacher assistants, who give veteran teachers both 
     “an extra pair of hands and a chance to pass on what they have learned.” 
Kock said that she sees opportunities for future partnerships in research and work with business, marketing and public 
relations faculty members. Last spring, Holy Name announced that it might have to close because of fi nancial problems, 
but the school is making a strong comeback, Kock said.”We will survive,” she said. The community support that emerged 
when the school announced its fi nancial crisis was “unbelievable,” not only from Holy Name alumni but “we heard from 
people we had never heard from before.” About half of Holy Name’s students are nonwhite and non-Catholic, two-thirds 
are low income and more than 40 percent are from single-parent families.
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Holy Name Hall of Fame Honorees 2011
Holy Name is so blessed to acknowledge our 2011 Hall of Fame honorees.  
Joe Kozol a 
1988 Holy 
Name graduate, 
has continued 
to give back to 
the Holy Name 
Community.  It 
is not uncommon 
to see Joe or one 

of his employees at Holy Name, from 
keeping the snow from beneath the 
feet of students and staff to keeping 
the lawns looking nice.  As the owner 
of Kozy Lawncare for over 23 years 
and now the owner of Kozy Self 
Storage, Kozol fi nds himself busy 
nearly every hour of the day.  When 
he isn’t spending time with his wife 
of 14 years Chrystal and their four 
children Joe is either working at his 
business or helping around Holy 
Name.  The individual nominating Joe 
Kozol commented that “Joe has been 
an example and a leader for many 
people.  He is also a prime fi gure in 
the community.”  Kozol contributes 
his success in life to the education he 
received at Holy Name, and fondly 
remembers the many sporting events 
and especially thanks Barb Tacke for 
all that she did for him as a student 
at Holy Name.  Kozol stated that 
one thing he thinks is special about 
Holy Name is that “despite everyone 
wanting to move out west, Holy Name 
remains strong.  It’s about the people 
and how much they care.”

As an integral 
part of Holy 
Name from 
1950-1965 as 
a teacher and 
principal, Sr. 
Mary Ellen 
Doyle, OSM was 
thought of highly 

by both her students and parishioners.  
One of her nominees stated that 
“there is no one more deserving of 
this award.” From the moment she 
stepped through the door of Holy 
Name School she fell in love with the 
community. She fondly remembers 
the 8th grade picnics where she got to 
know her students outside the walls of 
the classroom. Sister commented that 
one of her favorite memories was when 
the nuns were fi rst allowed to go to the 
boy’s basketball games and how much 
she loved attending and feeling the 
Holy Name spirit.  
In 1965 Sr. Mary Ellen left Holy 
Name to move to Detroit where she 
taught Religion, Spanish and Latin 
at the Servite High School and Holy 
Redeemer. She commented that Holy 
Name was always on her mind.  She 
missed the spirit and the community.  
In 2001, she retired to the Mother 
House in Omaha.  Currently she gives 
presentations on Our Blessed Mother  
at Marian and assists with campus 
ministry. 
Sr. Mary Ellen commented. “For 15 
years Holy Name was my home.  It 
was very hard leaving it, but when 
I return for the honors banquets and 
other events I see my students and it 
makes me happy to see them doing so 
well . Holy Name never changes in 
me, while it isn’t as big as it used to 
be, the same spirit is still here. People 
really care and there is just a wonderful 
spirit.” 

As a 1956 
grade 
school 
graduate 
of Holy 
Name, 
Steve 
believes 

that Holy Name Catholic School laid 
the foundation for both his personal 
and professional success.  As a father 
of seven and a grandfather of twelve, 
Dwyer is equally as proud of his 
family, his business and his love of 
Holy Name.  Dwyer comments that 
“Holy Name taught me the importance 
of kindness, humility and respect for 
others.  These qualities have been the 
foundation of my personal and business 
mindset.”  After serving in the Marine 
Corps for 4 years, he started his own 
business in 1966.  Twenty years later 
he sold that company and invested in 
a start-up Analytical Instrumentation 
business called CETAC Technologies. 
Dwyer now owns CETAC and the 
company is known worldwide. 
While attending Holy Name Grade 
School, Dwyer contends he was far 
from a model student. Some of his best 
known pranks were letting off smoke 
bombs in the classroom, bringing 
snakes to school and jumping out 
windows.  Recently, Dwyer and his 
sons, Matt and Steve, put together 
the criteria and funded a full ride 
scholarship to Creighton Prep that is 
specifi cally directed to an eighth grade 
student attending and graduating from 
Holy Name.
